      Glens Falls-born author and poet 

Richard Kenney will be among writers 

featured in the Fall 2009 schedule for 

the Adirondack Community College 
Writers Project. 

     Admission for all of these events is 

free and the public is invited. 

     Kenney will appear on Monday, Nov. 16, at 12:30 

p.m. in ACCôs Visual Arts Gallery, Dearlove Hall and 

writer and Rolling Stone contributing Editor Jeff 

Goodell on Wednesday, Nov. 4, at 12:30 p.m. in the 
Scoville Learning Center auditorium, Room 206. 

     Kenney was born and raised in Glens Falls and 

teaches at the University of Washington in Seattle. His 

work has been honored by the Yale Series of Younger 

Poets and the Rome Prize in Literature, and he has been 

awarded fellowships from the Guggenheim, MacArthur 

and Lannan Foundations. 

     He is the author of The Evolution of the Flightless 
Bird (Yale, 1984), Orrery (Atheneum, 1985), The 

Invention of the Zero (Knopf, 1993), and The One-

Strand River (Knopf, 2008). 

     Kenneyôs work has been described as being 

influenced by science, human evolution, magical 

reasoning and Celtic and classical literature 

     Goodell is a contributing editor at 

Rolling Stone Magazine, and his work 
has appeared in numerous publications, 

including The New Republic, The 

Washington Post, The New York Times 

Magazine, and Wired. His latest book, 

Big Coal: The Dirty Secret Behind 

Americaôs Energy Future (Houghton Mifflin), was 

chosen as one of the best nonfiction books of 2007 by 
Kirkus Reviews. 

     The New York Times called Big Coal ñé(A) 

compelling indictment of one of the countryôs biggest, 

most powerful and most antiquated industrieséwell-

written, timely and powerful.ò

PARKING REGULATIONS AND 

ENFORCEMENT  

The parking rules benefit all, and we ask your 

cooperation in complying with the regulations. 

 

Step 1:  Register any vehicle you will be 

parking on campus with the college.  

Registration forms are available online at 

https://www.sunyacc.edu.  You may also 

pick-up and return your parking registration 

forms from the Facilities Office, located on the 

lower level of Warren Hall.   

 

Step 2:  Vehicles must be registered every 

semester. 

TO ALL STUDENTS : 

We call to your attention the parking 

regulations of the College.  The first 

requirement is the registering, WITH THE 

COLLEGE , of the vehicle which you will be 

parking on campus. 

   

VEHICLES MUST BE REGISTERED 

EACH SEMESTER.  Pick up and return 

parking registration forms at the Facilities 

Office or register on-line. 

 

Enforcement:  Failure to register, with the 

College, any vehicle parked on campus is a 

violation and carries a $5.00 fine. Any 

unregistered vehicle which is in violation will 

be identified through the NYS Department of 

Motor Vehicles.  

 

Fines in Visitors and Reserved Areas:  

$10.00 first violation, $15.00 second violation, 

$25.00 third violation, $50.00 fourth violation 

and $50.00 each violation thereafter. 

 

Fines in handicap spots, roadways, 

driveways, sidewalks, fire lanes, no parking 

zones, on the grass, walkways, and over 

painted parking controls: $25.00 first 

violation, $50.00 each violation thereafter.  

 

Student Parking Before 5:00pm:  Provided 

only in the north and south parking lots.  

 

Parking is never allowed in the visitor parking 

spaces in the Warren Hall circle until after 

5:00pm.  Students are never considered 

visitors and must park in the north or south lot 

even if only on campus to pay a bill, register 

for a class, drop off a paper, meet with a 

counselor, get a transcript, use the Library, etc.

- fire lanes 

- Science Building parking lot 

- Designated areas in the north

Scoville/Eisenhart  parking lot
