Two Vietnamese Poets:  
Chu Van An and Ho Chi Minh

This presentation will place the poetry of Chu 
Van An (1292 ï 1370) and Ho Chi Minh (1890-
1969) within the context of specific time-periods 
during Vietnamese history. For Chu Van An, 
that time-period was the early fourteenth  
century when Confucian ideals were on the rise; 
while, for  Ho Chi Minh, the specific historic time 
was the Second World War 
when he was writing his prison 
poems and, also, when he was 
one of Americaôs closest allies.

Invention of the Zero (Knopf, 1993), and The One-
Strand River (Knopf, 2008). 

     Kenneyôs work has been described as being 

influenced by science, human evolution, magical 

reasoning and Celtic and classical literature
