Adirondack Community College's Dilemma:
Raise $130,000 by Decaber 1 or lose $350,000

ACC's solution: a $100,000 challenge gift from
philanthropist and ACC alumnusBuckley Bryan,
Jr. In late September, ACC Capital Campaign
Chair Thomas J. Rossld the college that it still had
$130,000 left to raise for theBuckley Bryan, Jr.
ACC '87, '94 Regional Higher Education Center.

Ross was blunt. If ACC did notise the entire
$2.5 millionCapital Campaign by December 1,
Detroit's Kresge Foundation would resward ACC
an addiibnal $350,000 Challenge Grant.

Bryan, who has already committed $1.5 million
to the efforttold Ross he would not allow the
college b lose the Kresge grant.

In an extraordinary gesture, Bryan issued a
challenge to theommunity: he would match every
additional dollar donated to the Capital
Campaign for the Regional Higher Education
Center, up to $100,000.

Bryan, a successfentrepreneur, said the logic
was easy.Essentially, every dollar that is donated is
equal to a $5.50 donatiorthe initial $1 donation,
$1 from Bryan, and $3.50 from the Kresge
Foundation. "The return on investment was huge,"
he said.

Ross said that Bryan hatepped up to the plate
with achallenge and asked the community to
respond.
